WHO GOES SECOND? 
According to Apocalypse or Revelation 19:20, Jesus Christ will first cast the Anti-

Christ and the false prophet into the Pool of Fire (please read article GE-22- Who Goes 
First?). 

At that time, according to the next chapter (Revelation or Apocalypse 20:1-3), Lucifer 
(Satan) will be confined in a bottomless pit or abyss (a pit that can enlarge itself as more 
are confined in it) for almost 1,000 years.   

Near the end of the 1,000 year reign of Christ (we will speak of this reign in a future 
article) Lucifer or Satan will be loosed for a short time and will organize an army of the 
lost people who will be born during the 1,000 years.  His intent will be to attack Jesus 
Christ who will be occupying and reigning in the city of Jerusalem. 

“7When the thousand years are over, Satan will be released from his prison 8and will 
go out to deceive the nations in the four corners of the earth—Gog and Magog—to 
gather them for battle. In number they are like the sand on the seashore. 9They marched 
across the breadth of the earth and surrounded the camp of God’s people, the city he 
loves. But fire came down from heaven and devoured them.” Revelation or Apocalypse 
20:1-9  New International Version 

Then, according to Revelation or Apocalypse 20:10 Satan will be confined in 
Gehenna, the Lake of Fire and Brimstone.  This will be the second time someone is sent 
to Gehenna. 

10And the devil that deceived them was cast into the Lake of Fire and Brimstone, 
where the beast and the false prophet are, and shall be tormented day and night for ever 
and ever.  (King James Version)
